• Fills in refueling data in logbook and fuel control sheets 

• Hands over any fuel bills to dispatcher at the end of the trip 

• On each handover and once a week checks vehicle equipment and body condition assigned for checking 
through checking lists 

• Is able to change tyre or bulb on the road 

• Is responsible for equipment, tools, chains, spare tyres placed in the vehicles and reports any changes to 
Car Dispatcher 

• Informs Car Dispatcher about service, maintenance and other possible repairs needed in advance and fills 
in technical report 

• During the trips monitors all cabin instruments to be able to promptly react if needed
