However, Aey often arrives late to work, shows signs of
gambling addiction, and cannot manage her finances—leading to repeated debt cycles.

Her child shows signs of developmental delay and irregular school attendance.

O What short- and long-term intervention plan would you propose?

O Which agencies or partners would you coordinate with to achieve sustainable

outcomes?
